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In 1983, CAPA obtained legislation which clearly 
deýned and broadened the role of PAsðincluding 
prescriptive privileges to certiýed PAs.  The law 
ranks as model legislation across the country.  

In 1995, CAPA obtained legislation which 
included the use of controlled substances into the 
prescriptive privileges of certiýed PAs.

Today, CAPA represents Colorado PAs before 
the state legislature and Board of Medical 
Examiners (BME), as well as monitors decisions 
and disseminates information.  CAPA provides 
information to the Colorado Medical Society, local 
groups, and insurance companies.

CAPA is governed by a Board of Directors that 
acts on behalf of members.  The members elect 
delegates to serve in AAPAôs House of Delegates 
and attend the AAPA Annual Convention.

PAs must be registered with the BME to practice in 
Colorado.  PAs must have a supervising physician at 
the time the application is submitted.  Applications 
and copies of the Rules and Regulations may be 
obtained from the state BME:
